Sharon Hansen and Jill Gregoire will write the Success by Six article introducing the Success by Six Initiative and describing its goals. They will submit the article to Stacey Kilwein by Oct. 8th. 

 Jill Gregoire will also investigate the use of the Born Learning materials in the PSAs and newsletters and report to committee by September 26th. If the use of Born Learning materials is allowable, they will be forwarded to Stacey Kilwein by Oct 6th.
Shonda Wilde will submit statistics regarding licensed child care availability, the importance of high quality child care, questions about early care and education to ask legislators, etc. to Stacey, Jill, and Sharon to incorporate into the article and newsletter by September 26th. 

Heidi Krank and Robin Rivinius will update the Success by Six website and get the website address to Stacey for inclusion in the newsletter and PSA announcements by October 6th. 

Sheila Walter will discuss child care availability and shortages, staffing and retention issues with area child care providers and report to Success by Six at the December meeting.
